Strep A and Scarlet Fever

You will probably have heard in the news about the Strep A Bacterial Infection. This
is a very common bug in children/adults and in the majority of cases the symptoms
can easily be treated promptly with antibiotics.

Symptoms may include pain when swallowing, fever, swollen tonsils with white
patches, swollen neck glands, a high temperature or a skin rash.

The bacteria can also cause tonsillitis, pharyngitis, scarlet fever and other skin
